Name changes (identity pressure):
· Daniel → Belteshazzar
· Hananiah → Shadrach
· Mishael → Meshach
· Azariah → Abednego
🔑 Lesson:
The world may try to change your identity, but God knows who you are.

3️⃣ Daniel’s Decision Not to Defile Himself (Daniel 1:8–14)
Daniel purposed in his heart not to eat the king’s food or drink his wine.
Why?
· Possibly violated Jewish dietary laws
· Food was likely offered to idols
· Symbol of dependence on Babylon instead of God
Daniel respectfully requests an alternative:
· Vegetables
· Water
· A 10-day test
🔑 Lesson:
True faith is both conviction-driven and respectful.

4️⃣ God Honors Faithfulness (Daniel 1:15–17)
After 10 days:
· They look healthier than others
· God gives them:
· Knowledge
· Wisdom
· Understanding
· Daniel receives special insight into visions and dreams
🔑 Lesson:
Obedience brings God’s favor and spiritual insight.

5️⃣ Promotion and Excellence (Daniel 1:18–21)
· The king interviews them
· They are found 10 times better than all others
· Daniel serves through multiple reigns
🔑 Lesson:
Faithfulness to God produces excellence that even unbelievers recognize.

✝️ Major Spiritual Themes
🔹 God’s Sovereignty
Even in exile, God remains in control.
🔹 Holiness Without Isolation
Daniel lived in Babylon but did not become Babylonian in spirit.
🔹 Discipline and Self-Control
Spiritual strength begins with daily decisions.
🔹 God Rewards Obedience
Faithfulness leads to wisdom, favor, and influence.

Theme: God Reveals Mysteries and Rules Over Kingdoms
Key Message: God alone controls history, reveals truth, and establishes eternal dominion.

📘 Overview of Book of Daniel – Chapter 2
Daniel chapter 2 moves from personal faithfulness (chapter 1) to global prophecy. God reveals the future of world empires through a dream given to King Nebuchadnezzar and interpreted by Daniel.

🕰️ Historical Context
· Time period: Around 603 BC
· Setting: Babylon
· Ruler: King Nebuchadnezzar
· Crisis: The king has a dream but demands both the dream and its interpretation
This chapter introduces God’s prophetic timeline of world kingdoms.

📜 Structure of Daniel Chapter 2

1️⃣ The King’s Troubling Dream (Daniel 2:1–13)
· Nebuchadnezzar has a disturbing dream
· He demands the wise men:
· Tell him the dream
· Explain its meaning
· Failure means death
The wise men admit:
“No man can reveal this… except the gods.”
🔑 Lesson:

Nebuchadnezzar sees a massive statue:

God discloses truth to those who seek Him humbly.
🔹 God Controls History
Nations rise and fall by God’s command.

While you were
watching, a rock was cut out, but not by human hands. It struck the statue on its feet of iron and clay
and smashed them. Then the iron, the clay, the bronze, the silver and the gold were all broken to pieces
and became like chaff on a threshing floor in the summer. The wind swept them away without leaving a

trace. But the rock that struck the statue became a huge mountain and filled the whole earth.
